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2008-2009 Calendar

As we begin work on next year’s academic calendar a major factor determining when to
schedule the first day of school is when the Leavenworth County Fair is held. The county fair is
scheduled the week of August 10-17, 2008. In past years, the first day of school for students is
scheduled Thursday the same week the fair will be in session. This means there will be a
conflict for some of our students participating in the fair.

We would like to find out how many students will be affected if we schedule the first day of
school the same week as the fair. Therefore, we added a survey to our district web page to find
out how many students and parents plan to participate in the fair. The survey automatically
appears when you open the district’s web page www.easton449.org.

We have seventy-six students who are members of 4-H and more than likely will be involved in
the fair activities one way or another. There may be other students participating in the fair.

It is possible to schedule the first day of school on Monday, August 18, 2008 instead of the
traditional Thursday. This may mean the last day of school for students will occur after the
Memorial Day weekend. The 2008-2009 calendar has Christmas Eve falling on Wednesday and
New Year’s Day on Thursday, which presents difficulties for families of students and staff
traveling during the holiday break. Another unique difference on next year’s calendar is
Memorial Day occurring on May 25, earlier than normal in May, leaving four weekdays
remaining in the month.

In past years, student’s last day of school came before the Memorial Day weekend. If we delay
the start of school until August 18 and do not schedule school the Monday and Tuesday before
Christmas Eve it is most likely students will attend school after Memorial Day weekend in order
to schedule the required number of days or hours. Other factors involved are inservice days the
staff need to work on required staff development, curriculum and instructional matters and other
holidays during the year.
